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IN MEMORIAM - Svyatoslav Vladimirivoch Danich -

On Saturday, September 21, 2025 on the Feast of the Nativity
of the Virgin Mary, Svyatoslav Vladimirovich Danich, one of SF
Bay Area’s Russian community’s prominent members and strong
supporter of CRA, passed away.

Svyatoslav Vladimirovich was born in the city of NiS on April
1, 1927. At that time, this Serbian city was part of Yugoslavia.
He graduated from the educational institution “First Russian Ca-
det Corps of Grand Duke Constantine Konstantinovich”, which
was then located in Bila Tserkva (Yugoslavia). For 25 years,
Svyatoslav Vladimirovich served as the chairman of the Society
of Veterans and Cadets, and for 30 years (of the 45 years of the
organization’s existence), he held the position of chairman of St.
John’s Volunteers.

Under the leadership of S.V. Danich, St.John’s Volunteers con-
sistently sponsored numerous CRA events, including the 40th,
45th and 50th anniversary commemorations. Additionally, as
chair of the Society of Veterans and Cadets, he donated the use
of the home and museum for various fundraisers and lectures,
including the lecture and presentation of the book on Lt.General
A.V. Budberg, first chairman of the Veteran’s Society.

CRA extends sincere condolences to his widow, Ksenia Alek-
seevna, his children, Michael (long-time CRA member and for-
mer director on the national board), Katherine and Irene and his
grandchildren and great grandchildren.

Gold and
Silver Medal recipients also receive a stipend from CRA. CRA
extends congratulations to all graduates throughout all Russian
schools in the U.S., for their completion and fine achievements
in Russian studies — language, literature, history and scriptures.

This year, the CRA scholarship was awarded during the lun-
cheon after the liturgy at the Our Lady of Kazan church at Russian
River in Guerneville, CA to David Nadelson-Dubinsky by CRA
President, N. Sabelnik. David joined CRA as a junior member
along with his family many years ago and took out regular mem-
bership when he turned 18 years old. He had volunteered for
CRA’s numerous events, including the 40th and 45th anniversa-
ry conferences, festivals and other events in the Russian-Ameri-
can community. He served in the altar at the All Russian Saints
church in Burlingame, CA, graduated from their Russian School
as a gold medal recipient and performed Ballroom dancing along
with his sister for frequent festivals and other cultural events.
His exemplary grades, along with his active participation in the
Russian American community made him an excellent recipient
of the CRA scholarship this year.

Disabled & handicapped children:

CRA provided funding for living expenses for 7-year old Ivan
Fedotov, who came to Los Angeles from Samara, Russia for
reconstructive surgery of his ear canal and the outer ear itself.
To insure that the healing process was doing well, Ivan stayed
with his mother in Los Angeles and needed the necessary funds
for food, medications and transportation for his travel to the
postoperative doctor visits and consultations. His surgery was
deemed a great success and CRA received a letter of apprecia-
tion from his mother, Oksanna Fedotova.

Victims of Disaster - CRA sent funds for victims of various di-
sasters, in the past, such as hurricanes, floods, wildfires in vari-
ous parts of the U.S. Many of the funds sent in 2025 were sent
through Fund for Assistance, due to Hurricane Melissa, a Cate-
gory 5 storm which struck Haiti and Jamaica in October, caus-
ing extensive destruction. The storm brought winds exceeding
185mph, causing extensive flooding and landslides, leading to
nearly 100 deaths, including 48 in Jamaica and 43 in Haiti and a
great number still missing. Your donations to the Victims of Di-
saster are very much appreciated and needed in these sudden and
extreme cases to help defray costs for essential services. Addi-
tional funds were sent through this fund to the Russian Ecclesias-
tical Mission, as funding is very limited due to the war in Israel.

Orphanages & Orphans - Funds were also sent through Rus-
sian American Community Services for the Bethany Orthodox
School for Girls in West Bank, Palestine. The funds go towards
the welfare of the orphan girls who reside permanently on the
territory of the monastery school, which was founded in 1937 on
land owned by the Russian Ecclesiastical Mission. The school
provides a general education for girls, ages 4-16, as well as Rus-
sian and English languages and the Law of God. The school
whose operating budget is derived from tourism has been strug-
gling, due to the escalating tensions in Israel with fewer tourists
visiting the Holy Land.

Additionally, funds were sent through the St. John’s Benev-
olent Fund towards tuition for orphans and destitute Orthodox
children in Uganda, Africa. The St.John’s Benevolent Fund was
established in 1951 in San Francisco with the blessing of St. John
of Shanghai and SF and continues to provide support and neces-
sary funds to their numerous programs and projects, especially
food, supplies, medicine to the needy and displaced throughout
the world.

Your donations to these funds, e.g. Victims of Disaster, Orphans
& Orphanages and/or Handicapped & Disabled children are very
much appreciated and needed in often sudden and extreme cases
to help defray costs of surgeries, medicine and supplies or for
other essential services. CRA is a tax-exempt non-profit orga-
nization and your donations are tax deductible.

Congress of Russian Americans
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HISTORICAL, CULTURAL & SPIRITUAL HERITAGE
100 Years All Cossacks’ Union of San Francisco

CRA was one of the major sponsors of the Centennial Com-
memoration of the All Cossacks’ Union, which was initially
founded in Shanghai, China in 1925. A similar Cossacks’ Unit
in San Francisco was founded in 1926, but by the Great Depres-
sion of the 1930°s in the U.S., many of the members departed for
other states in search of work. The Cossacks’ Union in Shanghai
had over 700 members with 10 stanitsi (groups). While some
members left for other countries, many of the remaining mem-
bers were part of the group that evacuated in 1949 to the island
refugee camp of Tubabao. Those Cossack members who were
able to come to the U.S. in 1949 founded the All Cossacks’ Union
of San Francisco to continue the work of helping Cossack fami-
lies with finding sponsors to come to the U.S., accommodations
and work opportunities.

The first Cossack Ball in Shanghai was held in 1926 and raised
a record $7000 (nearly $130,000 in today’s time) for aid to Cos-
sacks in China and around the world after the Russian Revolu-
tion and Civil War. The annual Cossack Ball remained a tradi-
tion, both in China and San Francisco. Each year, the Cossack
Union held a grand ball with the customary flag ceremony (grand
entrance with flags of the various stanitsi and Russian and U.S.
flag). In San Francisco, for many years, these balls were held at
the Russian Center, and later, the Balls were held as the Old New
Year’s calendar celebration.

This year, the 100th anniversary was held at the Russian Center
on Friday, October 17, 2025 with the grand entrance of 15 young
ancestral Cossacks marching, all in Cossack attire and carrying
the flags onto the stage. It was a touching moment when they
assembled on the stage, sang the Lord’s Prayer, Kol’ Slaven and
said the Pledge of Allegiance to the American flag. With the hall
and tables beautifully decorated and plenty of traditional Russian
appetizers, elegant menus printed for each person (a carry-over
from the Cossack Balls in China) and a bountiful dinner, the au-
dience enjoyed the evening, filled with entertainment of song,
music and dance. Among the guests were the Cossack members
and their families and friends and not surprisingly, more than
half of the filled-to-capacity hall were the young generation of
ancestral Cossacks.

CRA president, also a Cossack board member, N.Sabelnik,
prepared a historical exhibit of the Cossack Union with stands
dedicated to the Cossack Union in Shanghai, Tubabao and San
Francisco thanks to the many photos sent from numerous ar-
chives, including Museum of Russian Culture SF, Solzhenitsyn
House of Russians Abroad and the National Archives of Russian
Federation, as well as from personal Cossack family albums and
especially from the Ataman Gregory K. Bologoff family, rare
photos and documents that had never been seen.

Centennial Anniversary Fort Ross Pilgrimage

Another historical event that CRA sponsored was the 100 years
since the return of the pilgrimage to Fort Ross,. Held on October
4, the liturgy included the service led by Metropolitans Tikhon
(OCA), Nicholas (ROCOR) and Maximilian (Irkutsk, Russia)
with Archbishop Kyrill of the ROCOR Western American Arch-
diocese, Bishop Vasily of the OCA Western Diocese, countless
clergy, two church choirs and hundreds of attendees. The litur-
gy, included a procession to the cemetery, followed by a catered
lunch or picnic with a performance of children from various Rus-
sian schools in traditional Russian costumes

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Centennial Celebration of the founding of the first Russian Or-
thodox parish in Southern California.

On June 15, 2025, Los Angeles hosted the Centennial Cele-
bration of the founding of the first Russian Orthodox parish in
Southern California — the Holy Virgin Mary Russian Orthodox
Cathedral of the Orthodox Church in America. The parish offi-
cially began its history in 1923. Due to several factors — includ-
ing the COVID pandemic and construction — the celebration
was postponed until 2025.

The parish has a rich history shaped by its parishioners, who
contributed to the daily life of Los Angeles and the broader Unit-
ed States across many areas: architecture, engineering, construc-
tion, film, art, music, politics, education, and the armed forces.

The festivities gathered nearly 500 guests and parishioners, and
included Divine Liturgy followed by a banquet, during which
official greetings were read, including a letter from CRA.

CRA also contributed to the centennial by supporting the cre-
ation of a 30-minute documentary film dedicated to the parish’s
100-year history.

RUSSIAN-AMERICANS IN US MILITARY

The Congress of Russian Americans continues to research
and collect biographies of Russian-Americans (born in the U.S,
Russian Empire, Soviet Union, CIS countries or current Russian
Federation states) who have served in the U.S. military, honoring
their service and dedication to their adopted homeland.

This year marks 250 years since the founding of the United
States Navy and Marine Corps. During these two and a half cen-
turies, many Russian-Americans have honorably served in these
and other branches of the Armed Forces.

CRA continues to maintain the Golden List of Russian-Amer-
icans in the U.S. Military, which includes names, bios and pho-
tos of Russian-Americans. The list was first started by the U.S.
Army Colonel Oleg Olegovich Pantiukhoff, one of CRA’s found-
ing members and currently has over 3000 names.

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LA CHAPTER LECTURES

The Los Angeles CRA Chapter and the Russophone LA Re-
search Collective presented a special memorial and presentation
marking 100 years of the Russian WWI Veterans’ Society (later
the Memorial Society in Memory of WWI Veterans). Beginning
with a memorial service at the Veterans’ Monument (1:00 PM),
the event was followed by a presentation by Evgeny Noskov
tracing the Society’s origins, key figures, and legacy in South-
ern California. Drawing on archival records and family recollec-
tions, Noskov highlighted how generations of emigres preserved
remembrance and community.

The LA CRA Chapter also co hosted an event with Russophone
Los Angeles Research Collective on the Story of the Balalaika in
Hollywood - from its first notes in early 20th-century Los Ange-
les to its place in today’s cultural life. This engaging presenta-
tion took the audience through: Hollywood’s movie industry and
celebrities who embraced the instrument, the balalaika’s role in
the restaurant and entertainment scene in Hollywood, its impor-
tance in Russian culture and youth organizations, preserving tra-
dition and identity, and of course, the remarkable people behind
this century-long adventure.

COMMUNITY OUTREACH -
