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IN MEMORIAM

Archbishop Peter of Chicago and Mid-America - His Em-
inence Archbishop Peter, a revered figure within the Rus-
sian Orthodox Church Outside of Russia (ROCOR), en-
tered eternal rest unexpectedly on Friday, November 8,
2024, the feast day of the Great Martyr Demetrius of Thes-
salonica. Born on August 9, 1948, in San Francisco, Arch-
bishop Peter had a deep connection to the Church from
a young age. He served as an altar boy for the renowned
Saint John of Shanghai and San Francisco. He later attend-
ed Holy Trinity Seminary in Jordanville, NY, where he
pursued his theological studies.

Throughout his life, Archbishop Peter held various sig-
nificant positions within the ROCOR. He served as head
of the Russian Ecclesiastical Mission in Jerusalem and as
administrator of the Diocese of Chicago and Detroit. In
2016, he was elevated to the rank of archbishop and ap-
pointed as the Ruling Bishop of the Diocese of Chicago
and Mid-America. Known for his profound theological
knowledge and his unwavering dedication to the Church,
Archbishop Peter will be deeply missed by the clergy,
monastics, and faithful of the Diocese of Chicago and
Mid-America, as well as the broader Orthodox communi-
ty. Memorial service at the coffin of Archbishop Peter, was
held on Friday, November 15, 2024 at the Holy Virgin Pro-
tection Cathedral in Des Plaines, IL. Divine Liturgy and fu-
neral was on Saturday, November 16, 2024 at the Holy Vir-
gin Protection Cathedral. The casket was then transported
to the Holy Trinity Monastery in Jordanville, NY, where he
was buried. His Eminence Metropolitan Nicholas, First Hi-
erarch of the Russian Orthodox Church Outside of Russia,
officiated at the Divine Liturgy at the Holy Virgin Protec-
tion Cathedral on November 1y6—17, after which he depart-
ed for the Holy Trinity Monastery in Jordanville.

We extend our sincere condolences to his family, the faith-
ful of his diocese, friends and all who were touched by his
life and work. Archbishop Peter was a staunch supporter
of the Congress of Russian Americans, the nationalpgoard,
as well as the Chicago Chapter. May the Lord grant His
servant, the newly-reposed Archbishop Peter, rest with the
saints in the Kingdom of Heaven and memory eternal!

Larissa C. Krassovsky - Born in Shanghai, China in 1928,
Larissa was one of 6300 refugees who fled to Tubabao,
Philippines in 1949 when the Communists took power in
China. There she met and married Vadim Krassovsky and
soon after, when Vadim was offered a job with Matson
Shipping Lines, they left the island for Thailand, where
her first son, Vladimir was born (who is choir director of
the Holy Virgin Cathedral in San Francisco and iconog-
rapher). After the birth of Eugene (now monk Efrem, re-
siding in Greece), Vadim was transferred to Hong Kong,
where Alexander (now as Father Alexander, is rector of
the Sts. Peter & Paul Orthodox church in Santa Rosa) was
born. Their fourth son, Michael, (Archimandrite Roman,
head of the Russian Ecclesiastical Mission in Jerusalem)
was born in California. The entire family was active in
the Orthodox church, Russian Scouts and the Russian
community. Larissa continued actively g)articipating in
fundraising for various churches, the St.George Path-
finders (Russian Scouts), All Cossacks Union and CRA.
She was instrumental in gathering, sorting and assem-
bling packages for the CRA-Diocese Outreach project as
part of the CRA humanitarian aid ‘fro rams.
In 2016, CRA recommended her to the Angel
Island Immigration Center for the annual Immi-
grant Heritage Award as Community Leader. To
ate, she was the only Russian-American to ever re-
ceive that award. Receiving numerous awards, acco-
lades, proclamations, Larissa Krassovsky remained
an active, humble volunteer in the Russian American
community until her passing on September 6, 2024.

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Marina & Dr. Serge N. Timasheff - Marina Joanna
Timasheff (maiden name Gorbunoff) was born in Moscow,
Russia on May 25, 1927, the daughter of Ivan Gorbunoff,
a civil engineer of Mordovian descent, and Claudia Gor-
bunoff (maiden name Arekhova%, a Terek Cossack and

harmacist's assistant. After a childhood in Stalin's Soviet

nion, she and her mother fled the USSR in 1943. They
spent two years migrating through Ukraine, Poland and
Latvia, and ended the war in Marburg, Germany. From
there, they came to the United States as refugees. Marina
began studﬁing chemistry at Marburg University in 1950,
completed her undergraduate studies at Syracuse Univer-
sity, then earned a Ph.D. in biochemistry from Yale Uni-
versity in 1956.

While at Yale she met her future husband, Sergei Ti-
masheff, who was there on a post-doctoral fellowship in
biochemistry. Sergei's family was originally from St. Pe-
tersburg, Russia and had fled at the time of the Bolshevik
revolution of 1917. Before coming to the USA in 1938, the
Timasheffs lived for about 15 years in a suburb of Paris,
where Sergei was born in 1926. He became a naturalized
U.S. citizen in 1944. He received his BS (1946), MS (1947)
and PhD (1951) at Fordham University where his father,
Nicholas Timasheff, was a professor of sociology who
studied changes in the social structure and religious life in
Russia where he had been born.

After completing his PhD at Fordham, Serge Timasheff
was a research fellow at CalTech and then a postdoc at Yale
University. After those experiences he spent 11 years with
the U.S. gepartment of Agriculture as a physical chemist.
While there he received i 1963 the American Chemical
Society Award in the Chemistry of Milk. He joined the
Brandeis faculty as a full tenured professor of biochemis-
try in 1966 and retired as an emeritus professor in 1996.

Marina and Sergei were married during Marina’s last
year of studies at Yale. Upon completion of her studies in
1956, the couple settled in the Philadelphia area. In 1966,
Sergei was offered a professorship at Brandeis University
(where Marina worked as a research fellow until her re-
tirement), and the couple moved to Wellesley Hills, Mas-
sachusetts. This remained Marina’s home until her death.
Marina and Sergei were active members of the Russian Or-
thodox Church throughout their life and were long-time
members of CRA. Sergei Timasheff was one of the tound-
ing members of CRA. After Sergei’s death in 2019, Marina
continued to live in Wellesley, where she enjoyed spend-
ing time with their daughter, Marina and grandchiFdren,
Nicholas and Sophia.

Sergei Timasheff left CRA funds as part of his estate to
continue CRA’s humanitarian aid and work with Russian-
American youth.

HUMANITARIAN AID

Victims of Disaster - CRA donated to the Fund for Assis-
tance for the victims of Hurricane Helene, the large, cata-
strophic tropical cyclone which produced a wide swath of
damage and loss of life that extended from northwestern
Florida, where the storm made landfall on September 26,
2024, to Tennessee, Georgia, and North Carolina. Helene’s
high winds and flooding killed more than 230 people, mak-
ing it the deadliest hurricane to strike the U.S. since Hur-
ricane Maria ravaged Puerto Rico in 2017. Some estimates
put the economic impact of the storm, including propert
and infrastructure damage, as high as $200 billion, whic
would make Helene the costliest storm in U.S. history. Nu-
merous dams collapsed. Whole streets were wiped out.
Houses with people clinging to roofs floated down the
river; whole streets were wiped out,

ROCOR parishes in disaster areas came together to
rescue parishioners and members of the local commu-
nity. Several churches housed parishioners on church
poperties. Groups of parishioners from nearby Orthodox
churches cleared roads and brought water and medicine
to the sick and injured, including many stuck at home
without power or drinkable water.

In the past, CRA provided funds to victims of various
disasters, including wildfires and floods in various parts
of the U.S. Your donations to the Victims of Disaster are
very much appreciated and needed in these sudden and
extreme cases.

Orphanages & Orphans - CRA’s donated funds were sent
through the Russian American Community Services to the
Bethany Orthodox School for Girls towards the welfare of
the orphan girls who reside permanently on the territory
of the monastery school. Founded in 1937 on land owned
by the Russian Ecclesiastical Mission, the school, located
on the West Bank, Palestine, 1]grovides a general education
for girls, ages 4-16, as well as Russian and English languag—
es and the Law of God. The school whose olferating bud-
get is derived from tourism, has been struggling since the
pandemic and now as a result of the War in Israel.

Disabled, Underprivileged, Orphaned Children - CRA has do-
nated to the St. John Benevolent Fund in past years, as it had
this year towards their various humanitarian aid programs
intended to care for those with lack of means and provide as-
sistance to orphans, disabled and destitute children and fam-
ilies. This fund, which was established in 1951 in San Francis-
co with the blessing of St. John of Shanghai and SF, continues
to provide support and necessary funds to their numerous
programs and projects, especially food, supplies, medicine to
the needy and displaced throughout the world.

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On September 14th, the Russian Orthodox Convent No-
vo-Diveevo in Nanuet, NY, commemorated it's 75th an-
niversary. Founded in October of 1949 by Father Adrian
Rimarenko (later Archbishop Andrei of Rockland), the
convent is home to many sacred relics including a full
length portrait of St. Seraphim of Sarov painted during his
lifetime, a cross from the Ipatiev House, and a “Vladimir”
icon of the Holy Theotokos, a gift from the Optina Pus-
tyn monastery. In June of 2018, CRA President, N. Sabel-
nik attended the unveiling and dedication of the bronze
monument of St. Seraphim of Sarov on the grounds of the
convent.

The Novo Diveevo Cemetery is an integral part of the
convent and is the largest Russian Orthodox cemetery
outside of Russia. The cemetery has been home to many
nuns, as well as clergy and numerous prominent people
buried among the nearly 8000 graves. A congratulatory
letter from CRA was read by long-time CRA active mem-
ber of the Russian-American New York community, Lud-
mila Selinsky. Her father, the late Rostislav Polchaninoff, a
well-known journalist and activist in the Russian Abroad,
was one of the founders of CRA. He continued to contrib-
ute greatly to CRA’s biographical dictionary, published
by Prof. Eugene Alexandrov, and was featured in CRA’s
docu-series film on the “Great Exodus” of White Russians
after the end of the Civil War.

WASHINGTON DC
National Museum of the American People (NMAP)
Proposed by the Coalition for the National Museum of the
American People, composed of more than 250 ethnic, na-
tionality and genealogical private non-profit organizations
as of 2019, AP is a proposed museum to be built in
Washington, D.C. Its plan is to tell the story about the mak-
ing of the American People including the migration and
immigration stories of all Americans. It "will tell the sto-
rK of every American ethnic and cultural fgroup coming to
this land and nation from every corner of the world, from
the first people through today.". CRA President has been
working closely with Sam Eskenazi, NMAP director, who,
in September 2024, briefed various D.C. business and gov-
ernment entities and leaders, including the National Capi-
tal Planning Commission, Smithsonian, D.C. Business Im-
provement District and others of the Museum’s progress.
During the briefing and his reEFort, he quoted N.Sabel-
nik’s letter of support to NMAP: "The Congress of Russian
Americans (CRA) has been a strong support of the idea of
a national museum which will not only showcase all the
different ethnic groups that make the fabric of America,
but will celebrate all people of America,whether they were
native Americans or arrived from various corners of the
earth to make the United States their home,” wrote Na-
talie G. Sabelnik, President, CRA. “We strongly believe
that the National Museum of the American People will
bring all Americans together to demonstrate the impor-
tance of civil rights, combating discrimination and pride
in our country of diverse cultures and backgrounds.”

U.S. Library of Congress

The Library of Congress, founded in 1800, is the oldest fed-
eral cultural institution in the U.S. and the largest library
in the world, with millions of books, films, videos, audio
recordings, maps, photographs, newspapers and manu-
scripts in its collection in Washington D.C., serving as the
library and research service for the U.S. Congress and the
de facto national library of the United States. The U.S. Li-
brary of Congress has selected the CRA website for inclu-
sion in the Voices: Eastern and Central European Ameri-
cans Web Archive, which is part of a larger collection of
historically and culturally significant websites that have
been designated for preservation.
